The 2007 Soho Photo
National Photography Competition

Soho Photo Gallery of New York City is pleased to announce its twelfth National Juried Competition. The
competition is open to all U.S. resident photographers 18 years of age or older, excluding members of Soho
Photo Gallery. All photo-based works are eligible; there is no limitation as to subject matter or technique.
Freestanding pieces are not allowed. Only one entry of up to five prints per person may be submitted.

Prizes Between thirty and thirty-five photographers will be chosen by the juror, Mia Fineman, to appear in a
month-long group show at the Soho Photo Gallery in July 2007. First, Second, and Third Place Awards will
be provided by InkPress Papers, K&M Camera, and the Soho Photo Gallery.

Submissions All work will be judged from digital prints, c-prints, silver prints, or any other type of print
representative of your work. Maximum paper size for judging is 8.5 x 11" or smaller. Avoid applying
special techniques to your prints if it is not on the original version. Keep your prints true to your final print.
For maximum exhibition size, see paragraph below. Do NOT send CD® of your work. Mark each print with
your name and telephone number, number the prints from 1 - 5 corresponding to the entry form and indicate
the top of the work. Send prints by U.S. Mail only (no return signatures). Do not send a return envelope.
NO prints will be returned and all entries not chosen by the juror will be destroyed.

Fees Up to five prints may be entered for a $40 entry fee. Make checks payable to Soho Photo Gallery. Be
sure to include the completed entry form.

Delivery Send entry form, prints, and fee by U.S. Mail to 2007 National Competition, Soho Photo Gallery,
15 White Street, New York, NY 10013. Hand delivery can be made Thurs. 6-8 PM, Friday - Sunday 1-6 PM.

Dates The completed entry form, prints, and fee must be received by April 28, 2007. Only the
photographers chosen by the judge will be notified by mail before May 31 and posted on the Soho
Photo Gallery website. Works selected for exhibition must be received by June 28.

Winning photographs must be framed and wired for hanging. Maximum height or width dimensions of
exhibition work (including frame) cannot exceed 48 inches. Work is insured only while in the Gallery. Soho
Photo Gallery will retain 20% of all sales while the work is on display.
